• Bureaucratic processes slow down the recovery process and preparations for it (research, impact assessment, expertise)
• Housing rehabilitation should be complemented by infrastructure rehabilitation
• Jobs need to be created so that people can return to their cities
• The community needs to be more actively involved in decision -making processes (participatory approach)
• As long as the fighting is ongoing, the recovery process is ad hoc. However, it is still risky.
• The housing problem has become very acute because of the war: there is nowhere to settle people, and winter is 

approaching. 
• It is necessary to take into account the experience of foreign experts in the field of restoring settlements after disasters or 

wars and adapt it to Ukrainian realities. 
• Research as an integral part of the recovery process.
• Until the war is over, there are difficulties with forecasting. The planning horizon has narrowed. Approaches to civil 

protection and security are being rethought. 
• The discourse is becoming more human -centered. 
• The philosophy of useREuse :

         when rebuilding cities, it is worth reusing materials left over from destroyed buildings
         existing buildings that are not in use can be used to provide housing for IDPs
